Describe why the person being nominated should be recognized through this award (600 words or less):

Some of the words which come to mind when describing Wayne Fuller include:  dedicated, detail-oriented, inventive, persuasive, and self-deprecating.  When involved in FIRST Robotics, he says it well himself.  In a video made to highlight volunteers at his company, Booz Allen Hamilton (BAH), Mr. Fuller summed up the spirit of FIRST when he said “what I am passionate about is convincing kids that they can come up with solutions.”  The video was posted as part of the series entitled “Missions that Matter”, and has been widely shared among BAH and publicly on YouTube (http://youtu.be/Xkc55EJQPlM).  
Mr. Fuller began his mentorship of FIRST Teams with FLL.  He quickly became the key mentor, head cheerleader, lead coach, team dad and lead general all-around go-to guy for the 30 middle school students at Oklahoma Road Middle School.  As his son and then his daughter joined the Robo-Lions, he became increasingly involved in also mentoring for FRC. In his four years of FRC team support, Mr. Fuller has provided support and training in project management, tool use, and mechanical design.  He never solves problems for the team, but he knows just how to ask questions and challenge the students to come up with solutions.  
When the team struggled to find ways to get everything done, Mr. Fuller helped with planning calendars and goal-setting.  During the past build season the team had an even greater challenge when we were forced to leave the warehouse space loaned to the team for the previous four years.  This was not a problem for Mr. Fuller.  He opened his home, and especially his garage, to the team.  He rearranged his own plans for projects in the garage, moved his beloved motorcycles, put in extra insulation and lighting and even set up a space heater.  All season, his cheerful encouragement and clear instructions have lead many a hesitant student to successfully cut metal, drill holes, assemble tough boxes and fix broken cables.  
It’s almost impossible, faced with Mr. Fuller’s smiling confidence to say ‘no’.  He convinces sponsors, parents, students, community members, and anyone who will listen that FIRST is a wonderful program.  It was also through Mr. Fuller’s enthusiasm and drive that the FIRST Lego League program continued for Oklahoma Road Middle School after the teacher mentor stopped sponsoring the team. Not one, but four, teams continue to actively participate in FLL this year made up of students from that school, and three elementary schools have become involved as well.  And even though his own children have passed through FLL, Mr. Fuller is a stalwart coach and mentor to other coaches even as he continues to support FRC.

Now, in addition to coaching one of the FLL teams, Wayne Fuller is the key mentor, head cheerleader, lead coach, team dad and lead general all-around go-to guy for the Robo-Lions.  He continues to play all these roles, and serves as a Director and co-founder of the STEM non-profit which grew out of the Robo-Lions FRC Team.  Most amazingly, he is continuing to contribute in all these roles even after a recent catastrophic flood in his home destroyed not only the erstwhile home of the team (his garage), but the majority of his house.  As he rebuilds his home after his tragic loss, Mr. Fuller continues to plan for how he can help ensure the future of the FRC team and strengthen FIRST programs in the region.  We can think of no other example of leadership, service and dedication.
